What the Anointing does in a Believer's Life:

1. The anointing sanctifies and sets us apart for God e.g. David -
1Sam.16: 13.

2. The anointing makes us function smoothly without friction and
effectively - Isa.42; 1-4.

3. The anointing breaks the yoke and makes impossibilities possible -
Isa.10: 27.

4. The anointing empowers us for exploits - Lk.24: 49; Acts 1: 8.

5. The anointing envisions and makes us know what lies ahead -
Prov.29: 19.

6. The anointing gives us faith to dare great things for God e.g.
David & Goliath (1Sam.17).

7. The anointing gives us zeal, fires us up and emboldens to face the
challenges of our life - Phil.4: 13.

8. The anointing gives grace & strength for service - 1Cor.12: 9a.

9. The anointing instructs, teaches, guides and directs - Jn.14: 26;
1Jn.2: 27.

10. The anointing protects and preserves - Lk.10: 19.

11. The anointing provides - Ps.34: 10; Phil.4: 19.

12. The anointing brings favour - Ps.23: 6.

13. The anointing heals - Mk.16: 17-18.

14. The anointing revives, restores and refreshes e.g. Ezekiel in the
Valley of Dry Bones - Ezek.37

15. The anointing helps us fulfill our mandate & mission - 2Tim.4:
7-8.

Signs of God's Anointing Upon a Person's Life - Isa.42: 1-4:
1. No struggling or agitation - you will be relaxed and function with
case

2. No strife or contention - you will be taken beyond strife and
contention e.g. Abraham & Lot, Isaac & Philistines, Joseph & his
brothers.

3. No discouragement - the Holy Spirit from within helps us to
encourage ourselves at moments of discouragement e.g David at
Ziglag (Sam.30).

4. No frustration - you will not be pressed beyond measure or to the
point of giving up e.g. Peter & Judas, then Paul - 2Cor.4: 8-10.

5. No Failure - you will succeed eventually - 1Jn.5: 4-5.

6. No Grumbling, Murmuring or Complaining - you will derive joy
and fulfillment in service.

7. No Blackmail - you will be blamed or blame others.

In the end, the anointing of the Holy Spirit distinguishes us and
always speaks for itself.
