Rule #6: Celibacy Can Be God's Intention & 
Human Option – 1 Corinthians 7:7; Matthew 
19:12; 1 Corinthians 7:8; Revelation 14:4. 
 

Rule #7: Sexual Sin Harms Us – Proverbs 5:3-
14; 6:32-33; Galatians 5:19, 21; Hebrews 13:4. 
 

Rule #8: Wives Should Encourage & Respect 
Their Husbands – Ephesians 5:22-24; 
Galatians 3:28; Colossians 3: 18; 1 Peter 3: 1-6. 
 

Rule #9: Husbands Should Love & Prefer 
Their Wives  – Ephesians 5:25; 1 Peter 3: 7. 
 

Rule #10: God Calls Us All To Purity –  
1 Corinthians 6:13; Ephesians 5:3.
