"That's a new car and the repairs are 

going to cost a lot of money! Why did you do it?" 
 

"Please, mister, please. I'm sorry, I didn't know what else 

to do," pleaded the youngster. "I threw the brick because 

no one else would stop...." tears were dripping down the 

boy's chin as he pointed around the parked car. "It's my 

brother," he said. "He rolled off the curb and fell out of his 

wheelchair and I can't lift him up." Sobbing, the boy asked 

the man, "Would you please help me get him back into his 

wheelchair?
