Life Lessons 

GOD'S GRACE HUNTS SIN 

  
The grace of Jesus isn’t an add-on or makeover 

that enhances our lives. It causes a radical 

transformation — from being sin-enslaved to 

being righteousness-liberated. Paul writes of the 

life-transforming and sin-overcoming power of 

grace: “For the grace of God has appeared, 

bringing salvation for all people, training us to 

renounce ungodliness and worldly passions, and 

to live self-controlled, upright, and godly lives” 

(Titus 2: 11-12).. 
 

Don’t ever tell yourself you may as well go 

ahead and sin since God will forgive you. This 

cheapens grace. Grace that trivializes sin is not 

true grace. Paul makes that clear: “What shall we 

say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace 

may abound? By no means! How can we who 

died to sin still live in it?” (Romans 6: 1-2). 
 

John Piper says, “Grace is not simply leniency 

when we have sinned. Grace is the enabling gift 

of God not to sin. Grace is power, not just 

pardon.” So while God forgives when we 

sincerely confess (1 John 1: 9), we prove that 

sincerity by taking necessary steps to avoid 

temptation. As Jesus said, “You can identify 

them by their fruit, that is, by the way they act” 

(Matthew 7: 16, NLT).  
 

No sin is small that crucified Christ. Sin matters, 

yet grace has power over sin, offering not only 

forgiveness but also transformed character 

(Galatians 5: 22-23). Every sin pales in 

comparison to God’s grace to us in Christ 

(Romans 5: 20-21).
