SHINING STARS IN A WARPED WORLD 

  
This life will always give us a reason to 

complain, but God says, instead take every 

opportunity to shine. God says, “Don’t show 

your frustration to the world. Show Me to the 

world!” 
 

Let me talk now about the second piece of Paul’s 

admonition. We are to do everything without 

arguing. I’m not talking about stating facts. I’m 

not discouraging education or correction. 

Arguing has a different tone entirely. Arguing 

only escalates and grows a conflict. 
 

James has something to say on this subject. He 

says that arguments aren’t the result of what 

other people say or do, but that they have their 

origin inside of us: “Where do you think all 

these appalling wars and quarrels come from? 

Do you think they just happen? Think again. 

They come about because you want your own 

way, and fight for it deep inside 

yourselves.” James 4:1 (MSG) 
 

Being argumentative, James says, is a sign of 

wanting our own way.  Listen, for the sake of 

Christ and the advancement of the Kingdom of 

God, there are many times when it is far more 

advantageous to walk away than get our way in 

an argument. 
 

So, not only do we need to display the right 

attitudes in order to shine, but we also need to 

hold onto the Word of God, also called the Word 

of Life.
